From the Theological Declaration of Barmen

The Christian Church is the congregation of the
brethren in which Jesus Christ acts presently as the
Lord in Word and Sacrament through the Holy
Spirit.

We
reject the false doctrine, as though the church were
permitted to abandon the form of its message and
order to its own pleasure or to changes in prevailing
ideological and political convictions.
